Ces journées ouvriront en outre un débat autour de la place du citoyen dans la lutte contre les
maladies émergentes infectieuses et le r6le des média dans ce contexte : L'Europe est-elle
préte face a I'éventualité d’'une pandémie de grippe ? Les citoyens européens devraient-ils se
préparer a affronter I'émergence d’'une maladie vectorielle ?

EHESP school of public health organises its first European meeting during a large exhibition on epidemics at La
Cité des Sciences et de I'Industrie in Paris. This conference will gather health professionals, deciders, and
citizens organizations which ask for competencies from masters of public health (MPH). How these MPH
programs train people to be able to propose and implement solutions in various domains such as long term care
and dependence in a city, prevention of obesity in a large company, prevention and control of emerging infectious
diseases in a European region will be discussed. This two-day meeting will also open discussions on the role of
citizens and the media in this context. Is Europe ready to face a pandemic influenza? Should Europeans be

prepared against a vectorborne disease?
